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· If there is little faith in your heart, the Lord would use it to work a miracle

· Simple Faith in Jesus Christ can do for us what Great knowledge cannot. We can be certain about heaven because our Saviour guarantees Eternal life:

Jn 11:25-26

Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life. Whoever believes in me will live, even though he dies, and whoever lives and believes in me will never die. Do you believe this?”

Yes. We Believe in eternal life and that Christ has Risen. We place Faith in Christ and can be sure that He is always there for us.

· Heb 11:1 – Faith is the substance not seen yet hoped for.

· Faith is a gift from God . It is a grace. We have received it at Baptism and our parents nurtured it, whether well done or badly done, but now the challenge is for us to nurture our faith.

How can we nurture our Faith? 

By reading the Word of God and in prayer, which will renew and strengthen our Faith. Then in times of doubt we can stand firm and resist the enemy’s attacks. Feed your faith and your doubts will starve.

· James 2:18 – Show me your Faith and I will show you my  Faith with my works. Therefore faith without works is Useless!

· Through Faith we enter into a life of God. Life of God means to follow Him without reservation in all our work and relationships. 

“God helps those who help themselves”. He’s given us the gift of Faith that we may use it in all that we do.A true Faith clings to the Lord’s promises and relies on His faithfulness when dark clouds obscure the future.

IT is through bearing our cross that we can show our Faith. This means committing ourselves to Jesus through suffering, disappointment, temptations, misunderstanding, rejection and Great Challenges. We must realise and receive the Lord’s generosity and protection. 

Our faith instills hope and helps us to understand the truths that give meaning to the purpose of Life. We are to trust God in every trial and always look in faith to Jesus.

· Account in the Bible: The paralytic – How the Lord used his friend’s faith to work a miraculous healing in him. How the friend’s prayers together with faith acted as a catalyst for healing both in the context of physical and divine.

· We can look at the steadfast faith of the elderly believers. They have continued trusting Jesus through great trials, sorrow and pain. Their Faith Journey is a good example for us. 

Jesus has become so real and precious to them that they are absolutely sure of Him and the truthfulness of His promises.

· Ability to use our faith together with our prayers and shake the heavens and the earth to unleash God’s power for the community and for the individual.

· We celebrate faith by clinging, with love and commitment to the object of that faith – Jesus. If we love the lord, then we must do His will and take up our cross.

1 Tim 6:12-16

“Fight the good fight of faith. Take firm hold on the everlasting life to which you were called when in the presence of many witnesses, you made your noble profession of faith. Before God, who gives life to all, and before Christ Jesus, who in bearing witness made his noble profession before Pontius Pilate, I charge you to keep God’s command without blame or reproach until our Lord Jesus Christ shall appear. This appearance God will bring to pass at his chosen time. He is the blessed and only ruler, the King of kings and Lord of lords who alone has the immortality and who dwells in unapproachable light, whom no human being has ever seen or can see. To him be honour and everlasting rule! Amen!”

We walk by faith not by sight. Through faith in Christ we can move forward and put our FULL confidence in the teachings, promises and warnings of the truly dependable One.
