DEVELOPING PERSONAL CONFIDENCE

Heb 10:35 - “So do not throw away your confidence; it will be richly rewarded”.

To walk in personal confidence:

1) WE MUST ESTABLISH OUR WORTH ACCORDING TO GOD’S VALUE SYSTEM.  Ps. 139:14.  Our worth must be determined according to who we are not just because of what we can do. VALUE ACCORDING TO GOD’S WORTH. Confidence comes from knowing who we are in Christ. If your value is based on what you do, when someone else comes along who is better, you will feel inferior.  Eg. TONY ANSELL.

2) WE MUST HAVE A SENSE OF CALLING FOR OUR LIFE
2 Tim 1:9 “God has saved and called us with a holy calling”. You and have been saved for a specific purpose. He sees who you are now, but also sees what you can become – HE SEES OUR POTENTIAL. Eg. Graham Evans prophecy about conducting multitudes and the Orange Camp Prophecy about being a Psalmist.

3) WE MUST LEARN ALL WE CAN

Knowledge brings great confidence. It is easy to do things when you know how to. WE ALL NEED A PERSONAL GROWTH PLAN. SIGNIFICANT EVENTS ARE ALWAYS SUCCEEDED BY INTENSIVE PREPARATION. 

1 Tim 4:12 – “That your progress may be evident to all.”  Eg Teaching guitar in China
4) WE MUST FOCUS ON GOD RATHER THAN     

      THE SITUATION

1 Sam 17 -  David and Goliath.  THERE WILL BE TIMES IN OUR LIFE WHEN NOBODY WILL BE CHEERING US ON.  

Our confidence must be in God not the praise of men.   Depend on God!

5) WE MUST GAIN EXPERIENCE

David had to learn how to use the slingshot before taking on Goliath. As you gain experience you will grow.

6) WE MUST DEVELOP FRIENDSHIPS WITH 

      CONFIDENT PEOPLE

7) WE MUST NOT COMPARE OURSELVES 

      WITH OTHERS

      2 Cor. 10:12 – “We do not dare to classify or compare ourselves with some      

      who commend themselves.” It is foolish to compare ourselves with others.  Be 

      yourself .  The important thing is what you do with what you are given.   Be 

      the best you can be for God.
