Goals in 2007

1) Sharing of our knowledge & passion, & experiences – everyone has individual experiences at 
Lourdes, Amplify, Tuesday Group and other ministries. We need to share them with those who have not been able to attend. By sharing our ‘flame’ others will be set on fire too.


2) Sharing of our lives and things deep in our heart – we need to break down more barriers and become more open with each other to be able to have someone to depend on spiritually, emotionally, and simply for friendship.

3) Cultivating a deeper love for the Lord – As we journey and serve, may we never forget that the purpose of ministry really comes from the Lord. So we need to maintain a relationship with him through discipleship and spiritual discipline such as a regular word of God and regular prayer and using of our gifts to minister to each other.

4) Passion for the Lost – This gives us motivation to serve and gives us the big picture on why we participate in ministry – not to be served but to serve. Thus all that we do will accumulate towards being able to be there for someone else – or to be able to teach and guide someone else who is searching for a deeper experience of God. 


5) Charismatic Gifts – We need to learn more about this simply because we are in a charismatic ministry and God has given us gifts through the Baptism of the Holy Spirit. Being in a ministry that is a ‘charismatic’ ministry, we have a body that falls under the authority of SACCRE and the Church to exercise the gifts. So we need to break past barriers of lack of knowledge or confidence to actively use this to minister to others (and build up other youth groups in OLPS).

Who are we?

Youth Arise Ministry (YAM) is a Charismatic Youth Ministry, in the Parish of OLPS. Formed in 2000 by a group of young adults, we came to OLPS briefly in 2003 and are now back again, since 2005, serving under the OLPS Youth Ministry.

With a strength of 10 members, we currently meet every Saturday night for prayer meetings, intercessory, or to attend the OLPS Youth Mass. We look towards fulfilling our god-given vision, mission and to challenge others to ‘arise’ and seek God in a deeper way. Our goal, in short, is to see youths and the people around them experiencing spiritual revival, aided by the Charismatic form of worship. 

What is our Vision?


Our vision is to raise up a generation of people to praise and worship the Lord wholeheartedly. 


By wholeheartedly we mean “in every aspect of our lives” and “with a heart full of devotion” (Romans 12:11). 


What do we do?

We journey together in fellowship and prayer, with anyone whom God has gladly called to join our group. We help each other grow by providing support, friendship, accountability and to ignite each other’s passion to see God’s kingdom here on Earth. 

We seek to identify the God-given potential in us, and our purpose for being called to ministry. Following which, we aspire to grow and serve in the parish, being living witnesses to the glory and grace of our Lord. 

We are passionate about God and we use our different gifts in accordance with the grace that God has given us. And we do it generously – as with all our heart. (Romans 12:6-8)

What is our Mission? 

Our mission is to inspire, equip and journey with youths towards spiritual maturity and leadership. 

By this, we have set on personal growth and formation so that we increase in knowledge, experience and confidence, that we may one day able to coach, teach, and mentor more youths. Because we are still a young ministry, our mission at present is to seek spiritual maturity ourselves, as well as learn the ropes of leadership, with the hope of one day, leading others to Christ. 

In bringing youths towards Spiritual Maturity and leadership, we believe youths will be made strong in their faith, and develop a passion for the Lord and His works, to realise God’s presence and grace in their lives. We seek that they be equipped and inspired to lead others too, towards knowing God in a deeper way.

What drives us? 

What really compels us to serve God and meet up every Saturday is an innate God-given passion, gratitude, and our response of love and obedience towards that knowledge of Him. 

For many of us, we serve because we’ve been touched and blessed in many ways, and we seek to give the same to others. We were once ‘dead’ in our faith, but brought to life through a deep God experience at some point in our lives. All of us have attended the Youth in the Spirit Seminar which brought about this life transformation in us, and a passion to serve. And so we hunger for a similar spiritual revival in our church. 

We also serve because we have been called. We realise that where we are today is simply an act of God’s calling and leading, bringing us into this ministry. Following Paul’s epistle to the Philippians, “All I want is to know Christ and to experience the power of his resurrection, to share in his sufferings and become like him in his death, in the hope that I myself will be raised from death to life” (verse 10-11), all we seek is that we, as well as the people around us, know Christ and experience His Love and power even more.


Today, we are continuously seeking, still, to bring forth this God-experience to others, that all may realise God’s truths and promises, in all its fullness.  

What kind of topics do we focus on? 

We focus on topics related to spiritual living - how to really live out our faith. We touch on basics like prayer and the Word of God. We also talk about ministry life, God’s grace, God’s plan of salvation in our lives, God’s purpose for each of us, and we try to instil a desire for lifestyle evangelism – witnessing God’s love and glory to others through our lives. 

Who are we affiliated to?

We are part of SACCRE Youth, the youth body of SACCRE (Singapore Archdiocesan Catholic Charismatic Renewal Experience). 

We also have friends in various other charismatic youth ministries in Singapore and try to help out at their events whenever possible. 

What is a Charismatic ministry?

A Charismatic ministry is one which operates in the Charismatic gifts, using either one or more of them. These refer to the gift of speaking in tongues, interpretation of tongues, prophecy, word of wisdom, word of knowledge, discernment of spirits, faith, healing and miracles (1 Corinthians 12:4-11). 

We operate in these gifts through the grace of God, having led us to experience spiritual renewal and awakening in a charismatic setting, through our YISS experiences. A charismatic ministry then follows the vision and mission that God has inspired them with, and through discernment and accountability with its spiritual directors and elders, it moves according to the Holy Spirit’s guidance. 

Members could be led to pray, or be equipped with boldness to preach God’s message. As such, change is a constant in a Charismatic ministry – as it should be with everyone – and making God the priority in our lives, and seeing God glorified, is its reward. 

A Charismatic ministry seeks to build up the body of Christ – that is, all people from young to old – towards a deeper faith, greater passion for the Lord, and an intimate relationship with the Lord such that we are able to move and flow with the promptings of the Holy Spirit. 

Because of the power gifts of healing, miracles and faith, a Charismatic ministry also aids the church in the ministry of deliverance, healing and intercessory prayer.
